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AVIRTUAL SHOP TOUR

When people visit the shop we like to take them around and show them all the projects we are working on.
Since you are not here in person (you' re welcome anytime), we' d like to invite you to take this virtual tour.

First in the tour isthis 1959 AC Bristol. This car was restored in California,
but due to engine concerns was never driven. The current owner purchased
the car at the RM Auction at Pebble Beach last year and brought the car to us.
We have sorted out the engine problem and proceeded to drivethecar. It isa
very pleasant car to drive, and, after we sort out the few remaining issues the
owner will be able to enjoy it.

Next we have a 1959 Series 1 Lotus Elite. Thisfiberglass car isunique in that it has no
frame. Colin Chapman designed it so that the engine and front and rear suspensions attach
directly to the fiberglass body of the car. We are doing a complete restoration for the long
time New Jersey owner.

This 1928 Rolls-Royce *New Phantom’ was restored over several years by two brothers.
The Brewster bodied car came to usto have the final mechanical sorting taken care of. We
discovered that the cast iron cylinder head was cracked. After the head was repaired we
were able to drive the car around town successfully. Next it will need to have the interior
refurbished and then it will be ready to show and enjoy.

This 1971 Triumph Stag came to us from Virginia. We did afull concours restoration on
it including; arebuilt engine, rust repair, new paint, all new suspensions and driveline,
new interior and top. We upgraded the cooling systems, asthisistypically one of the
problem areas on these cars. The owner has shown the car locally and has won a number
of First Place awards since the car was completed last summer.

This 1961 XK-150 Fixed Head Coupeisareal delight. The car isvery original and be-
longs to the original owner’s son. It camein for some basic service and we made every
effort to maintain that originality while making it ready for the owner to drive and enjoy.
Look for this car on the road in the Harrisburg area this summer.

We have worked on many Big Healeys including these two. The first isa 1963 Austin-
Healey 3000 MKk Il. Itslong-term owner was using this car regularly. We replaced the fi-
berglass rear fenders, repaired some rust damage and painted the car. It was featured at the
Philadel phia Auto Show as part of the Eastern Concours display and has been invited to
attend the Concours this summer.

The second Austin-Healey featured hereis a 1965 3000 Mk 111. We completed and
corrected the restoration work that was started several years ago in another shop. Last
year we fitted a Quaife limited dlip differential and a Toyota five-speed transmission.
This gearbox transformed the car, making driving it avery pleasurable experience. It
isin the shop now for some engine performance upgrades. We are rebuilding the en-
gine using an aluminum cylinder head from Denis Welch in England. We are also
adding lightweight pistons, balanced and blueprinted crankshaft, lightened flywheel
and performance camshaft.

The 1927 Bugatti type 35 isarea gem; one of 373 built. The owner of this car collects
sports cars and the Bugatti is aracecar. But in the 20’ s the difference was that a sports
car had fenders and lights when aracecar didn’t. We have carefully fabricated front and
rear fenders and brackets to the client’ s expectations of how it would have been done by
Ettore Bugatti himself. The car will be fitted with the fenders along with headlights and
the owner will display the car in his extensive sports car collection.

In 1971 TVR offered the 2500M model which was fitted with a Triumph TR-6 engine. We
have installed a 3.4-liter GM V-6 engine along with a Tremco 5-speed gearbox for some
well-deserved additional performance. This car was dyno-tested with 148 horsepower at
the rear wheeld!

The original owner of this 1948 MG-TC has asked us to get the car out of it’s 11 year hiberna-
tion and prepare it for him and hiswife. He is very knowledgeabl e about the car and has been
following our progress closely. He was courting when he bought the car and the ladies who
asked to have the top put up had few dates!

Thisright-hand drive 1965 Jaguar E-type ‘Open Two Seater’ is area favorite. Thiscar
was reputedly purchased by Peter Sellers and given to Britt Eckland as a gift. We have
been servicing this car for 12 years.

In 1968 Triumph sold the TR-5 at home, which was called the

TR-250 in the United States. This fuel-injected, left hand drive TR-5 was purchased in
Belgium and brought to the United States by the current owner. We are installing a com-
plete front and rear suspension and brake upgrade kit created by Revington TR in Eng-
land. Initial reports are that the suspension is firm but not harsh and is fully adjustable
without lowering the ride height.

No, thisisNOT Dave's Itaial Thisis 1960 Italia#122. We have done the body repairs
and painted the car. The original frame was too severely rusted and the owner has pur-
chased a TR-3 frame, which we have modified to accept the Italia body. We are now fit-
ting the Revington TR suspension upgrades to this Triumph Italia for improved handling.

This project is still at the very beginning, the fact-finding stage. The car is a 1937 Railton
Fairmile 3-Position Coupe. Thisis 1 of about 35 cars imported into the United States. The
light aluminum and steel English body isfitted to a powerful Hudson 8-cylinder chassis.
The chassis has been restored by a Hudson expert and we will be restoring the body and
assembling the car. Stop by the shop (or check on the website) to see the continuing pro-
gress of this fascinating vehicle.
